SPOTlight Grant Procedures

ELIGIBILTY & PURPOSE:


1. Any teacher or related service provider (speech therapist, OT, or PT) who provides service to classified Teaneck students may apply for a grant.   

2. Grant activities must serve an educationally sound purpose and demonstrate rigorous, well-thought-out, high-quality activities.

3. Grant activities and any materials or supplies purchased through grant funds must be non-sectarian and non-partisan in nature.

4. Any materials or supplies purchased must remain available for re-use by Teaneck students if they are reusable in nature.  

APPLICATION PROCEDURE:   Proposals must be submitted on the enclosed application form with all sections completed.  Proposals must be postmarked by January 16, 2010, and should be mailed to SPOT, P.O. Box 372,Teaneck, NJ 07666 or sent via email to treasurer@spotnj.org and president@spotnj.org 
AWARDS AND IMPLEMENTATION:

1. Approved grants will be announced through letters to the applicants, with copies forwarded to the principal of the school at which the grant activities will be taking place.  

2. Grant funds will be awarded by check directly to the applicant.

3. The applicant must submit a grant completion report to SPOT (see attached) summarizing the success of the grant activities by May 15, 2010.  This report should be mailed to SPOT, P.O. Box 372,Teaneck, NJ 07666 or sent via email to treasurer@spotnj.org and president@spotnj.org .  The report must describe fund expenditures and include a summary of the activity.  
4. Unused funds, if any, must be returned to SPOT by May 15, 2010.

5. If the project cannot be completed within the academic year, written notification must be made to the SPOT by May 1, 2010.
